Dental caries (tooth decay) ranks among the most prevalent diseases in our society today.  Tooth decay begins in early childhood and can continue throughout adulthood.  Proper home care and nutrition, regular dental office visits, sealants and the use of fluorides are preventative measures that help reduce the incidence of tooth decay.

We know after years of research that “systemic” fluoride in the form of fluoridated water or supplements (tablets or drops) incorporates into developing teeth resulting in tooth enamel that is more resistant to decay.  

Dental office fluoride treatments, toothpastes and mouth rinses are forms of “topical” fluorides, which in addition to “systemic” fluorides help to substantially reduce tooth decay.  School-based mouth rinse programs offer students the opportunity to rinse their mouths once a week with a fluoride solution.  The procedure takes just a few minutes.
