Behavior Guidance Plan:
We want children to be successful at our program!! It is the goal of our program to provide a safe, nurturing, and enriching atmosphere for all children. We use the Love & Logic styles of disciple that St. Felix Elementary School uses. We will problem-solve with each parent and child to address any behavior concerns and develop a common plan to solve each question.

It is important to have a written behavior guidance plan to assure consistency and fairness by staff and provide families with information about our policies concerning behavior guidance and dismissal. We understand that children are constantly learning and making choices. At our program, children are learning how to get along within a group – often with children of varying ages. When behavior needs to change in order to get along in the group, staff will give children warnings and consequences. We hope by doing this that we will help children become self-disciplined and use good judgment and problem solving skills. Our staff will treat children with firmness, dignity, and respect.

For serious behavior concerns, staff may at any time begin the process of completing Behavior Incident Reports. A Behavior Incident Report is completed by staff when a serious behavior incident occurs. Behavior such as violent outbursts, willfully hurting other children, throwing objects without regard to safety, profane language, leaving the group without notifying a staff person, verbal or physical abuse towards staff or others, or inappropriate sexual behavior will be considered serious behavior concerns. The report will be filled out by the staff and child involved. Parent/Guardian will be notified of the event when they pick up their child. A copy of the completed and signed form will be given to the parent/guardian. The original will be kept in our records. 

A continued pattern of the behavior(s) will result in a meeting with the parent/guardian and the program director to work on resolving the situation. If after the meeting between the parent/guardian and the program director the behavior(s) continue, a leave of absence can be issued for the child. A dismissal from the program may also be considered. We prefer not to have to do either of these options. It our hope that earlier interventions will help resolve the situation.
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Enrichments:
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We want to use part of each day enriching the lives our children through different experiences. We will expose children to art, music, technology, and more. We will get them involved with the community around them and have them be an example of Christ through loving and serving others. We will continually be looking for additional activities to add in to our program to further enrich the lives of the kids.

Billings:                                                                   You can be paper or electronically billed every two weeks. Payments should be paid in full within 10 business days. Payments can be mailed or dropped off at St. Felix School office.

Absences:                                                                  If your child will not be attending any of the programs due to illness or any other reason, it is important that you contact Mr. Deiss by either email, text, or phone. 
Contact our program’s director in the event of a lengthy illness or out of the ordinary circumstances. 

Insurance:                                                                 As a program operated by St. Felix School, our program is covered by liability insurance. However, the school (and therefore our program) does not have insurance which covers the children. Any cost incurred by an accidental injury that occurs while at our program is the responsibility of the parent.
Illness or Injuries:                                                      The parent registration form gives permission for our staff to take whatever emergency measures deemed necessary for the care and protection of each child while in our care. Every effort will be made to contact parents in the event of an illness or injury. However, in the event of a life endangering emergency or a child has physical injuries which might result in permanent disfigurement or disability if not treated immediately, our staff may need to contact local emergency resources prior to contacting parents. Parents are responsible for any medical costs incurred.
Staff will complete a head injury report if your child’s head is injured while at the program. Staff will complete an injury report if your child is injured while at the program. A copy of the completed form(s) will be given to the parent/guardian.

If your child is ill, please do not send him/her to our program. Sick children pose a health risk to other children in the program.. If your child becomes ill at our program, staff will attempt to notify the parent/guardian. A parent or an authorized adult needs to pick the sick child within 30 minutes of notification.

Arrival and Release of Children:                                       When dropping a child off, please sign your child in and leave your child with a staff person. Children can not sign themselves in or out of our program.                             

Children will be released only to the parents/guardians or authorized persons noted on your child’s registration form. Persons picking up children need to make contact with a staff member, and sign out the child before leaving. 
Please notify the director if staff needs to know about an order of protection or custody order. You will need to provide a copy of the order and a photo of the person to whom the order refers. Please also notify the program of anyone who is not authorized to pick up your children.
Medications:                                                                                           Our programs follow the St. Felix School policies and procedures regarding dispensing medications. We may administer only prescription medicine from a pharmacy labeled bottle with the child’s name and directions for administration. The parent must give this to the program’s coordinator and provide the authorization form sign by both parent and physician.  If your child is taking medication on a daily basis, it is the parent/guardian’s responsibility to keep the program adequately supplied. Do not send any medication with your child. Parents, please drop off additional medication to the director or staff.
Dress and Personal Belongings:                                          Children should be dressed appropriately for the weather – we like to go outdoors often. Depending on the season, appropriate clothing will vary.
We prefer that children do not bring personal belongings to our program unless so required for special events. The program is not able to guarantee protection of the items. Also, parents are encouraged to check the lost and found periodically for items belonging to them. It is a good idea to label your child’s clothing.
Food Service:                                                            Our AM care will provide a breakfast upon request for the children. Our PM care provides a snack for the children,
On Delay and Early Release days, we will provide a snack for the children.

On snow days and workshop days, we will provide a mid-morning and a mid-afternoon snack for the children. Please send a lunch with your child as we do not provide lunch for the children. 
If parents want to bring treats for a birthday or special occasion, please remember that we need to serve commercially prepared or purchased food.
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
